Injury/Illness Procedure 
If a participant is injured, appropriate first aid will be given, and 911 called as necessary. All staff are certified in first aid and CPR.  A parent/guardian will be 
notified as soon as possible. Authorization for emergency medical treatment must be signed prior to program participation. If a participant becomes ill, 
parent/guardians will be contacted to pick up youth as soon as possible.

 GMVCC summer trips must be a place where everyone can feel safe and respected. Participant agrees to treat others with respect, comply with the 

authority of adult supervisors, complete all check in’s and obey the general laws of the land.

 For the safety and security of all, threatening the safety of oneself, another person or property, failure to abide by GMVCC’s “zero tolerance” policy, or 

failure to follow all rules as directed by staff will result in immediate removal from program.  Disobedience will not be tolerated. Parents will be required to 
pick their child/ren up from a trip if they present safety risks. No refunds are given in the event that your child is removed from the program.
